/B A Public Health Problem

 Cardiovascular disease (CVD) remains the number
one health threat to most adult Americans.

« Each year, 1.25 million people experience an acute
myocardial infarction (Ml).

— Nearly 500,000 die from coronary heart disease (CHD)
each year.

— Over half of acute Ml deaths occur suddenly and outside a
hospital.

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 To promote the rapid identification and
treatment of acute Ml, with the
overriding goal of reducing morbidity

and mortality from acute MI, including
sudden death
